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A note about pricing

Helicopter training schools
generally quote training prices
based on the minimum num-
ber of hours required by the
CFR, or Code of Federal Reg-
ul ations. While it
complete the various courses
within the minimums, most
people require more flight
hours to complete their train-
ing. Variables include how
frequently you train, how ded-
icated you are to your course

of study, how often you fly

the more expensive

R-44, whether or not you
include additional training
such as External Load or
NVG courses, and other fac-
tors.

There are no secrets in pricing
the R22 and R44: operation-
al costs and fuel costs are
pretty much standard across
the country. Mauna
pricing is equal to or less than
most reputable flight schools.
You may find a lower hourly
rate quoted elsewhere but
often these rates incorporate
other fees and expenses. You
will not find any hidden fees
at a Mauna Loa Helicopters
Training School. Additional
expenses you can anticipate
include books and supplies,
medical exam and written test

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Financing Options

At Mauna Loa Helicopters we try to be very up front about cost. We believe that it is beneficial to
the student if they know the real costs in advance and are not surprised later.

Helicopter pilot training is an expensive undertaking and getting your financing can be tricky, but
do not be discouraged, we will do everything we can to help. We don't require payment in full
prior to your training. You can pay as you go or set up an account. However, we do strongly rec-
ommend that you have your finances secured before starting school. We work with several organ-
izations to provide funding for students who qualify. Here are some avenues to consider:

A Fe der aMaurataa is proud to be the first independent helicopter school in the coun-
try able to offer federal financial aid to their students. Independent students can qualify for up to
approximately $5,000 in federal loans. Dependent students who qualify for the Parent Plus Loan
can borrow up to the full tuition cost for the Professional Pilot Program. For more information on
applying for student loans contact MLH at (808) ¥284.
